On December 14, the Houthi armed forces
began to use missile attacks on target commercial vessels in the Bab el-Mandeb Strait, a
Iargedcgntainer ship was hit by fire, and on December 18, a 20,000 DWT chemical tanker was also attacked by missiles and caught fire 30 nautical miles from the Red Sea to the Bab El-
Mandeb Strait.
The series of attacks first caused instabili(t}/ in the Red Sea and threatened trade in a waterway that accounts for 12 percent of world trade. From oil to wheat to television sets, the Red Sea
and Egypt's Suez Canal move billions of dollars worth of goods every day.
Since the Bab el-Mande Strait was attacked by the Houthi armed forces, large container companies have responded swiftly, turning around or drifting before passing through the Bab El-
Mande Strait. On December 18, hiFleet shipping big data platform found that more than 40 container ships turned around, or drifting, or circled the Cape of Good Hope, and vessel
additional war premiums rose sharply, and freight rates rose sharply.
It is believed that all international merchant ships passing through the Red Sea will be affected, the bigger the wind and waves, the more expensive the fish, and the shipping market will
increase in price. The severe situation in the Red Sea will affect the supply chain, which will accelerate the supply chain transfer, and it is not good for China.
The White House said on November 27 that it was ready to deploy a task force in the Red Sea to prioritize the safe passage of its own fleet. As the situation in the Red Sea worsened, the
plan was greatly advanced, and the United States officially announced later on December 18 that it would lead a multinational naval operation to protect the passage from the Gulf of
Aden to the Suez Canal. US Secretary of Defence Lloyd Austin announced establishing 'Operation Prosperity Guardian' a joint task force focused on security in the Red Sea.
