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Since the hijacking of the Bulgarian handy bulk RUEN in the Arabian Sea 700 nautical miles off Somalia on December 14, 2023, shipowners' associations have reconsidered the high risks in

the Indian Ocean and issued safety alerts. When high frequency of Somali piracy decade ago, pirates used dhows as "motherships” to launch attacks on merchant ships far from the coast.

According to the latest AIS data from hiFleet, the bulk carrier RUEN hijacked by Somali pirates is still staying in the territorial waters east of Somalia, in order to release the ship, the parties

are in negotiations, the exact demands of the hijackers have not been publicly reported.

On November 19, 2023, in support of Palestinian resistance groups in the Gaza Strip, Houthi fighters hijacked a large Bahamian-flagged cargo ship "GALAXY LEADER" in the Red Sea,

allegedly belonging to an Israeli company. According to the latest data from hiFleet, the ship is still anchored in the harbor anchorage near Kamalan Island, and the time has passed for

over 1 month, and various channels are communicating with the Houthi armed forces to release the crew and the ship as soon as possible.

While the crews of the two ships are still suffering, according to hiFleet data, on January 2, 2024, another chemical tanker owned by Singapore owners was hijacked by pirates off the coast

of Equatorial Guinea. The ship is Tuvalu flagged, 13,000 DWT, and was built in South Korea in 2007. At the time of the accident, the speed of the ship quickly dropped from 11 knots to 0

knots, ??]d itkresumed sailing an hour later. According to the latest AIS information from hiFleet, the ship has now docked in the southwestern Cameroonian port of Bonaberry and is in a

state of hijacking.

On January 4, about 455 nautical miles southeast of Eyl, Somalia, a moving bulk carrier picked up the pirate ship on radar. Pirates armed with machine guns and rocket launchers opened

fire on the ship. The captain then sounded the alarm, activated the SSAS, and all the crew entered the ship's safety fort. Nearby Indian warships quickly responded, immediately sent a

helicopter to the site, and successfully boarded the ship to sweep up the pirates. After receiving safety information, the crew emerged from the fort and regained control of the ship, which

is now back on course and all crew members are safe.

The hijacking of ships by pirates is becoming very serious. In order to deal with the hijacking of ships by pirates, international organizations on the one hand take the measures of

reporting and escorting, on the other hand, they also guide the ships to establish security fortresses and other security measures, but the hijacking of pirates or local armed forces is

becoming organized and quick. These need to attract the attention of relevant organizations and shipowners.
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
