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According to hiFleet data, a growing number of tanker data indicates that Russian oil flows are showing a decreasing trend and could face disruption after the United States stepped up
sanctions against traders and shipping companies transporting Russian oil.

In all, more than a dozen tankers have been carrying oil to India in the past month or so, and since the United States began ramping up sanctions, the ships have either hesitated, turned
around, or shut down their AIS to keep going. The movement of these ships is always at the heart of Moscow and the Western authorities. The United States has tried its best to limit
Russia's access to petrodollars on the one hand, while maintaining the delicate line of crude oil supplies on the other hand, restricting Russian oil exports came into being.

The oil was supposed to go to India, but the Indian government cut imports of Russian oil because it was not cheap enough. New Delhi has dismissed speculation about logistical
difficulties in paying Russia for the oil. Most of this oil is Sokol grade crude exported from the east of the country, but some Urals flagships have also been shelved.

The signs of a possible disruption come just weeks after the U.S. Treasury Department imposed its broadest sanctions on Russian oil trader and state-owned shipping company Sovcomflot
since the start of the war in Ukraine. Russia is increasingly using mystery traders and a fleet of ships with unclear ownership and insurance to transport oil, a relatively unusual move for
tankers involved in the Russian oil trade.

Russia has been India's largest supplier of crude oil for the past year, but its crude imports have fallen sharply since the summer of '23. The Indian government blamed the high price of
Russian crude compared to other grades. But the latest drop in oil prices came after the US said it would step up its efforts to impose price caps and broader sanctions on Russia. At least
one Indian refinery has had to buy ABU Dhabi's Murban crude to replace disrupted Russian imports.
