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China's seaborne coal imports have long been a significant driver of dry bulk trade, but imports in 2023 are out of aII expectations and set an all-time new record, growing 46 per cent
year-on-year for the full year to a record 340 million tonnes, up 110 million tonnes from 2022 levels. Here we take a look at the factors driving China's seaborne coal imports and discuss
the trends to watch for in 2024.

In 2023, all of the increase in global seaborne coal will come from China, while imports from other major regions, notably Europe and India, will either slow down or remain fairly stable. In
fact, last year, global seaborne dry bulk trade increased by 200 million tons, and China's coal increased by more than half the level.

China's seaborne coal imports hit a record high in 2023, reflecting the confluence of a number of key factors. First, the overall price of thermal coal in 2023 has fallen by about 50%, and
the current coal price has fallen by more than 60% compared with the price in September 2023. Second: Chinese coal prices rise in 2023, which makes imported coal more attractive to
Chinese buyers. Third: Australia's coal imports resumed in 2023, and coal imports from Russia also increased further. Fourth: Weak hydropower generation in China in 2023 boosts thermal
coal demand. Fifth: High steel production has supported coking coal demand.

The market will always seek advantages and avoid disadvantages, and China's overall macro-economy is not optimistic, which directly affects the demand for commodities in the Chinese
market. We forecast that Chinese coal prices will move closer to the market in 2024; China's hydropower may improve; The further development of China's decarbonization and other
factors will limit the consumption of petrochemical energy; These factors will contribute to a decline in coal imports in 2024. hiFleet always pay attention to the flow of bulk commodities,
pay close attention to the relative changes in sea dry bulk cargo, you are welcome to contact us at any time.
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
